Welcome to Country on the Darwin 
Waterfront. Guests will explore the rich 
Larrakia kinship systems, the intricate family 
ties that shape community life, and hear 
captivating stories of the Traditional Owners, 
alive with the wisdom of generations.
This ceremony opens hearts to the land, the 
ancestors, and the living waters of Larrakia 
Country, setting the tone for gathering with 
respect, gratitude and shared connection.

Learn about bush 
tucker, bush medicines and the 
rich local Aboriginal culture.

Experience a balmy night on the lawns of 
Mindil Beach Casino Resort at a unique 
farewell dinner featuring a performance 
by local Aboriginal dancers from the 
NT Dance Company, followed by a true 
outback style show by Katherine Outback 
Experience. See an impressive display 
of horse- and dog-handling skills and 
listen to beautiful ballads and outback 
tales from multi-award-winning singer-
songwriter, Tom Curtain, who also 
happens to be a horse whisperer.
